Activities / Strategies:


A PPT was created to introduce students to Calypso Music.


Students will learn about song form (Call and Response) through the Jamaican folk song “Banana Boat Song”.


Students will identify purpose of the song.


Students will also categorize these instruments into their appropriate musical families.


Students will use science to will learn about tarantulas (as referenced in the song). 


Anatomy of the spider (label the internal organs and body parts of the tarantula)


Online vocabulary will be used to review and reinforce vocabulary words.


Students will convert feet to inches and find perimeter.


Students will review the 12 times table (addition and multiplication)


Solve word problem that includes converting feet to inches and calculating the perimeter.


Students will use patterns throughout the song to facilitate in learning and memorizing the song. 


Students will create repeating rhythmic ostinato that follows a specific pattern in the song.  


Students will engineer a spider web with specific dimension. (12 inch octagon web) (6 inch spider that weighs 6 ounces)  the Spider web should be sturdy enough to hold the spider.

STEAM lesson: (Day-O) Banana Boat Song


Learning Goal: Students will learn about Calypso music, while reviewing percussion instruments, learning about spiders, converting feet to inches.











Objectives:


S:  Students will learn about the anatomy of spiders. Students will also differentiate between insects and arachnids.


T:  Students will use diverse types of technology:


Students will use the purposegames.com to learn about the internal and external parts of a spider. 


Students will also practice their 12 times tables on-line.  


Use technology to categorize music instruments into their families.


E: Students will engineer a spiderweb that can hold a spider with specific dimensions: Octagon shaped spider web;12 inches, Spider, 6 inches and weighs 6 ounces.


A: Students will use good intonation to sing “Banana Boat Song” in call and response form and play correct rhythm patterns on pitched and un-pitched instruments with appropriate instrument playing techniques.


M.  Students will convert feet to inches and find the perimeter.
